APRIL 3, 2023 MEETING MINUTES

The meeting was called to order by President Montgomery at 6:05 p.m.

III. Elected Officials & Staff Reports 

No action was taken.

IV. Consent Agenda

A) Consideration of Minutes – March 6, 2023
B) Consider Engagement Letter from CLA to Perform 2022 Financial Audit Services

Trustee Owens would like to pull item B from the consent agenda. It was noted the meeting minutes for consideration are for March 20, 2023.

It was moved by Trustee Thompson and seconded by Trustee Booker to approve the consent agenda as presented. The motion carried unanimously.

C) Consider Engagement Letter from CLA to Perform 2022 Financial Audit Services

Trustee Owens inquired about the estimated fee included in the CLA engagement letter. After discussion, Mr. Burkart recommended to defer the item and discuss if the language could be written as a do not exceed with CLA. This agenda item will come back to the April 17 Village Board meeting. Trustee Owens moved and seconded by Trustee Thompson to have Mr. Burkart to go back to CLA and ask to amend the agreement so that it would include a do not exceed clause. Motion approved by a 4-0 vote with Trustee Johnson and President Montgomery abstaining.

V. New Business

A) Consider Service Agreement for Building Inspection Services with North Shore Inspections Services, LLC.

Mr. Piotrowski introduced the item to the Board. The Village completed an RFP process and received three proposals. The selection committee of Mr. Piotrowski, Mr. Burkart, and Trustee Booker recommended North Shore Inspection Services, LLC. The selection committee felt the arrangement would give the Village more responsive hours for less cost and improved customer service. Mr. Radtke talked about some of the challenges he’s seen from his experience in Brown Deer. Staff summarized the other proposals received from Safe Built and McMahon.

It was moved by Trustee Booker and seconded by Trustee Woods to approve the service agreement with North Shore Inspection Services, LLC. The motion carried unanimously.

B) Consider Ordinance 23-03: An Ordinance Repealing the “Original Domicile Restriction” Contained in Section 34-3, “Residency Restrictions for Sex Offenders; Directing Action for Injunctive Relief for Violation Thereof”
  
Mr. Bayer presented this item to the Board. There has been litigation recently in courts challenging aspects of the original domicile restriction as courts are ruling it is not enforceable. He recommends removing this subsection from the village code.

It was moved by Trustee Woods and seconded by Trustee Thompson to adopt Ordinance 23-03: An ordinance repealing the “original domicile restriction” contained in section 34-3, “residency restrictions for sex offenders; directing action for injunctive relief for violation thereof.” The motion carried unanimously.

C) Discuss and Possible Consideration 2023 Village Manager Goals

President Montgomery mentioned Mr. Burkart was asked to compile all the goals that were recommended through the performance evaluation period. The Board discussed ways to prioritize and consolidate some goals to a manageable workload. It was mentioned several of these goals are covered amongst all the different departments. There was discussion about these goals being an initial work plan, but there is flexibility to not complete all goals if other emergencies and initiatives come up. The Board would like to amend the word “deficits” to “projects” in goal #12. The Board would also like to change the emphasis on goal #4 from creating to investigating TID #5. The Board also requests to amend goal #3 so it is straightforward as the Village will incorporate recreational activities and public art. The progress on the goals shall be shared and revisited with the Village Board throughout the year.

It was moved by Trustee Thompson and seconded by Trustee Johnson to approve the goals for the Village Manager as described in the memorandum with the edits discussed. The motion carried unanimously.
